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The plant of the Swift Canadian
Co., Limited, at Louise Bridge, built
in the late 1890's by J. Y. Griffins
and acquired by the present owners
in 1902, ceases to operate, and today
the company offices and plant are
located in the massive new building
depicted above. The new $2,000,600
plant, erected in St. Boniface, was
officially opened Thursday- of last
week, and marked the start of .
gigantic ‘‘open howuvse’ which con-
cluded on Saturday.

Hundreds of visitors flocked to the
plant and, conducted by members of
the firm, were taken, step by step,
along the long line of production,
which has its beginning in the office
building and winds up in the livestock
pens. e

2,000,000 bricks went into the plant’s
construction; 25,000 cubic yards of
sand and gravel and 100,000 sacke
of cement were used; more than 1,200
tons of steel went into the job.]
Twenty carloads of cork were needed |
to insulate the walls and the refriger-
ation equipment, 1,000,000 feet of
lumber went into the plant, despite
