The telegraph brings u's'the uhexp_ect-

ed news of the. death of the Hon Bo.bert
Cunningham, who expired^ at St Paul,
Minnesota, on Saturday last. He had
been attending Parliament- at Ottawa,
and was on his way home when the
illness which terminated fatally attacked
him.

Mr Cunningham was well known
throughout the Dominion as a brilliant
newspaper writer, -of great versatility
and originality, and was recognized as
one of the best read members of the
profession. In; Manitoba he was more

i particularly known as . editor of the
Ma-nitoban, and aii • energetic mover in
all matters that he looked upon as for
the good of the country of his adoption.'
Although differing from him on many
questions of public policy, we must
acknowledge the energy and ability he
brought to bear on all Questions that he
took in hand, and the consistency of his
course in dealing with them. He did
not' allow, the 'exigencies of a party or
the necessities of a political leader, to
divert him from the course he hnd laid
out for himself; and to, this may per-
haps be attributed much of the opposi-
tion that he encountered in his polith: al
career.

He first came to Manitoba in the win-
ter of 1869 as Special Commissioner o f j
the Globe; and in 1.870 be accompanied the
First Expedition, .as correspondent of the
Telegraph; and shortly afterwards, in
connection, with Mr Coldwell, he receiv-
ed the appointment" of Queen's Printer,
and established the Maniiobanj of • which-
he- was editor.
